» Automatic video recording file in an
emergency. This video file is protected
from recording and will not be over-
written during loop recording. The
name of this file begins with EVE.

2.1 Power button

When Car Camcorder is switched off, press-
ing the Power button will result in its
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switch on.After turning on the Car Cam-
corder is in standby mode, video recording
may not start.

When Car Camcorder is switched on, press
and hold the Power button more than 3
seconds to turn it off.

When Car Camcorder is switched on, short
pressing the power button will result in
turning on / off the illumination.
Attention! Illumination is infrared light
and it not visible by eyes.

2.2 OK button

The OK button has the following 4 func-
tions:

1. In standby mode, short press the OK
button will result in the launch of the
video recording. In the video record-
ing mode, short press the OK button
will cause stop video recording.

2. In camera mode, pressing the OK but-
ton will lead to make shot .
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3. In playback mode, the OK button is
used to start / stop video playback.

4. When working with a menu OK but-
ton is used to confirm transactions.

2.3 Menu button

In standby mode, press the Menu button to
display the menu settings of Car Camcord-
er.

In playback mode, the Menu button is used
to protect or delete files.

2.4 Button Up

When working with the menu by pressing
Up moves the cursor up one position.

In playback mode, short press the Up re-
duces the sound.Long pressing the UP
leads to accelerated movement to the be-
ginning of the file.
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2.5 Button Down

When working with the menu by pressing
Down moves the cursor down one line.

In playback mode, short press the Down
button increases the sound.Long press the
Down button leads to accelerated move-
ment towards the end of the file.

2.6 On/ Off switch of Parking mode

Before turning off the Car Camcorder, press
Parking button. At the top of the screen the
letter P will appeara to confirm that the
parking mode is enabled. Then turn off the
Car Camcorder.

When used with Parking, detection attack
on car Car Camcorder will automatically
turn on and record video for 20-seconds.
Then turn off automatically.

To turn off Parking mode press Parking but-
ton before turning off Car Camcorder.The
letter P in the top of the screen disappears.
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2.7 Mode Button

When the video recording is enabled,
pressing the Mode button will lead turn on
/ turn off write protection.

When the video recording is off, pressing
the Mode button leads to a transition be-
tween modes: standby, photo, playback.

3.  PREPARE FOR WORK
3.1 Inserting a memory card

Car Camcorder has no internal memory, so
to save the video files it is necessary to set
the SD-card.

Attention! The Car Camcorder should be
used with SD-card of close 6 or high.

To install the SD-card lead it contacts to
lens side and insert into the slot until it
clicks.

To remove the SD-card, push it until it
clicks and release.
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Attention! Before installing and removing
the SD-card power off Car Camcorder to
avoid damaging the SD-card and the Car
Camcorder.

Before first use, format the SD-card (see.
4.2.1).

3.2 Installing Car Camcorder in the car

To set the Car Camcorder:

« insert Holder into the slot on top of the
housing’s Car Camcorder;

e Lower the lever on the holder to the
lower position;

e Firmly press the suction cup to the
windshield from the cockpit;

« Lift the lever on the holder to its high-
est position.

Attention! Car Camcorder should be placed
near the mirror so that it does not interfere
with the review of the road by the driver.
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Avoid mounting Car Camcorder to tape
dubbing.

After installing the Car Camcorder, adjust
the position of the lens.For this:

¢ Loosen the nut on the holder;

e Turn the housing of Car Camcorder in
the right direction;

 Tighten the nut on the holder.

3.3 Power On / Off

Connect one end of the supplied power
supply to the USB connector on the body of
Car Camcorder. The other end of the power
supply, insert to the cigarette lighter in the
car.

When the ignition turn on, Car Camcorder
will automatically switch on and start re-
cording video (depend on vehicle, see be-
low note).
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When the ignition is turned off Car Cam-
corder will automatically save the current
video file and turn off.

Attention! On some vehicles, power is sup-
plied to the cigarette lighter when the ig-
nition is off. In this case, to turn off the Car
Camcorder, remove the power supply from
the cigarette lighter socket or switch off
the Car Camcorder manually.

To manually activate Car Camcorder, press
the Power button once. If after the manual
switch on video recording does not start
automatically, press the OK button to start
it.

To manually turn off the Car Camcorder, press
and hold the Power button for at least 3 sec-
onds.
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4. MANAGE OF CAR CAMCORDER

4.1 Switching modes

Car Camcorder has 3 operation modes:
* video recording;
 shooting pictures;
 playback videos and photos.

To switch between modes the Mode key is
used (see.2.7)

4.2 Settings menu and system menu

In the video recording mode or shooting
pictures, press the Menu button to display
the settings menu. Double-click the Menu
button to display the system settings menu.
Attention! In the video recording mode
stop recording before pressing Menu.To
stop recording, click OK.
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Use the Up and Down buttons to select
menu items and setting values.

Use the OK button to confirm.

To exit the menu, press the Mode button.

4.2.1 System Menu

The system menu is the same for recording
video and shooting photos:

e Date and time — allows you to set the
current date and time:

e Auto Power Off — sets the time through
which the Car Camcorder will automat-
ically turn off if it is not connected to
the power supply and the video record-
ing is stopped;

» G-sensor — sets the sensitivity of G-sen-

sor (the higher the level, the lower the

sensitivity);

Parking mode — enables / disables the

parking mode (see.2.6);
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Buttons sound — enables / disables the
sound of buttons;

Turn off the screen — sets the time af-
ter which the screen of Car Camcorder
will automatically turn off. After turning
off the screen Car Camcorder continues
recording video. To activate the screen,
press any button.

Language — choose the language of
menus and messages;

The frequency of the light — sets the
frequency equal to frequency of the
home power net;

Image rotation — Activate this setting
will lead the screen of Car Camcorder
during recording will be rotated 180
degrees;

Formatting — format SD-card.

Reset — Return all settings to factory
defaults.
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4.2.2 Settings menu of video recording
mode

Settings menu of video recording mode
has the following items:

» Video resolution — 1080P, 720P, VGA
(640%x480), QVGA (320x240). Resolution
1080P is in testing mode now and man-
ufacturer is not guaranty quality of vid-
eo recorded with this resolution.

e Exposure — sets the exposure compen-
sation;

* White Balance — sets the white balance
adjustment mode,;

» Stabilization — enables / disables the
stabilization mode in which the vid-
eo quality is not dependent on small
shocks and vibrations;

o Write cycle — sets the duration of a vid-
eo segment in the loop recording;

* Motion Sensor. Enable / disable the mo-
tion sensor. At the switched off Car Cam-
corder and switched on motion sensor
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Car Camcorder will automatically record
the video file during 10 seconds if the
field of view of the lens gets moving ob-
ject.

» record audio — enables / disables the
audio recording;

e Stamp date / time — enables / disa-
bles the recording date and time on a
frames of the video file;

4.2.3 Settings menu of shooting pictures
mode

When used in shooting pictures mode cam-
era icon is displayed in the upper left cor-
ner of the LCD screen.

Setting Menu of shooting photos mode
have the following items:

— Recording mode — sets the delay be-
tween pressing the OK button and the
shooting frame. «One shot» setting mean
no delay;
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Photo resolution — sets the image res-
olution;

Quality — defines the quality of the
photos;

sharpness — sets the sharpness of pho-
tos;

Exposure — sets the exposure correc-
tion;

White Balance — sets the white balance
adjustment sheme;

Color — sets the color scheme;

ISO — sets the sensitivity;

The scene — allows you to select one
of the preset scenes for the optimal Car
Camcorder settings;

Face Detection — enables / disables the
auto focus on the face / smile of your
subject;

Stabilization — enables / disables the
stabilization mode in which the pic-
ture quality does not depend on small
shocks and vibrations;
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e Continuous Shutter — enables / dis-
ables the continuous shutter mode.lf
with Continuous Shutter Car Camcord-
er will make 6 consecutive shots after
pess OK button.

4.3 Playback Mode

In Playback mode, the Up and Down keys
are used to navigate between files (video,
photo).OK button is used to start / stop
playing video files.

4.3.1 Playback menu

Playback menu has two options:
* Remove — allows you to delete the cur-
rent file or all files.
Attention! Deleted files can not be recov-
ered.
* Protection — allows you to set / remove
protection of the current file or all files.
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Protected files are not deleted when
the loop recording.

5.  BATTERY CHARGING

Battery of Car Camcorder is automatically
charged when the Car Camcorder is con-
nected to the power supply and the ciga-
rette lighter is energized.

6. CONNECTING EXTERNAL
DEVICES

6.1 Connecting to a computer like
external storage

Switch off the Car Camcorder.

Connect the Car Camcorder with a USB-con-
nector to the computer running the operat-
ing system Windows.

Car Camcorder will be identified as an ex-
ternal drive and the necessary drivers will
be installed automatically.
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After installing the drivers SD-card of Car
Camcorder will be available in Windows
Explorer as an external drive.

6.2 Connecting to a computer like a PC-
camera

Switch off the Car Camcorder.

Press and hold UP button.

Connect the Car Camcorder with a
USB-connector to the computer running
the operating system Windows.Release UP
button after message “PCCamera” will ap-
pear on the screen.

Car Camcorder will be identified as exter-
nal PC-camera and the necessary drivers
will be installed.

6.3 Connectingtoa TV

Connect the Car Camcorder to the TV by
HDMI-cable.Choose appropriate HDMI-in-
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put on the TV for video viewing with Car
Camcorder.

8. POSSIBLE FAULTS AND
TROUBLESHOOTING

If you have any technical problems with
the Car Camcorder, try one of the following.
If the problem persists, contact an author-
ized service center.
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* You can not record videos and photos.
Make sure that the SD-card is not locked
and there is enough free space.

 Recording stops unexpectedly
Make sure that the SD-card on the Car
Camcorder has a class 6 or higher.To re-
cord large amounts of video data requires
a high-speed SD-card.

 The error message «File Error».
On SD-card has incorrectly recorded video
or photo.Such a situation could arise if the
SD-card has been removed from the Car
Camcorder while recording.Format the SD-
card.

* Fuzzy videos and photos.
Make sure that the lens is clean. If nec-
essary, wipe it with a soft, lint-free cloth.
It may be used for cleaning the lens only
liquids intended for cleaning photographic
optics or computer screen.
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» The dark image when recording sky,
water or similar bright objects.
Change the exposure setting in the set-
tings.
* poor color.
Change the white balance setting, select a
different scene settings.

« bands on the image.
Select the frequency settings correspond-
ing to the frequency of the current in the
electrical lighting net.

e Car Camcorder does not react when
buttons are pressed.
Press R (restart), button located on the top
of Car Camcorder, about the socket for con-
necting the holder.Use a straightened pa-
per clip to perform this operation.
